Some report that this Aspicke was brought unto
her in the basket with figs, and that she had
commaunded them to hide it under the figge leaves,
that when she shoulde thinke to take out the
figges, the Aspicke shoulde bite her hefore she
should see her: howbeit, that when she would
have taken away the leaves for the figges, she
perceived it, and said, Art thou here then? And
so her-arme being naked, she put it tothe Aspicke
to be bitten, Other say againe, she kept it in a
boxe, and that she did pricke and thrust it with a
spindell of golde,so that the Aspicke being anger-
ed withall, lept out with great furie, and bitte
her in the arme. Howbheit few can tell the troth.
For they report also, that she had hidden poyson in
a hollow razer which she caried in the heare of
her head:and yet was there no marke seene of her
bodie, or any signe discerned that was poysoned,
neither also did they finde this serpent in her
tombe, But it was reported only, that there were
seene certeine fresh steppes or trackes where it
had gone, on the tombe side toward the sea, and
specially by the dores side. Some say also, that
they found two litle pretie bytings in her arms,
scant to be discerned: the which it seemeth Caesar
him selfe gave credit unto, bicause in his triumphe
he caried Cleopatraes image, with an Aspicke
byting of her arme.
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
