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Psychological support for pediatric patients with incurable disease in the
hospital by video telecommunication

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The purpose of this study is to investigate whether video telecommunication
provides psychological support for pediatric patients with incurable disease who are hospitalized
for a long term. For this purpose, we set up a video telecommunication system using tablet terminals

between hospital rooms, hospital school, other schools, and homes. Most of these patients were not
influenced in stress scores by video telecommunication between hospital school and hospital rooms.
But some of them who were temporally convalescing at home were improved in their life rhythm, stress
scores, or incentive to learning by video telecommunication between hospital school and home.
Further studies are needed in order to prove the usefulness of video telecommunication for pediatric
patients convalescing at home.
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
