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Changes between Pre- and Postoperative Electrocardiograms
in Elderly Patients with Elective Abdominal Surgery

We studied the changes between the pre- and postoperative electrocardiogram (ECG) in
elderly patients with elective major abdominal surgery under general anesthesia and obtained

the following results.
1. The rate of postoperative changes in the ECG was significantly higher in patients over

70 years old.
2. In cases with normal preoperative ECG, changes in the postoperative ECG were more

e

likely to occur in patients with longer operative time, greater blood loss, and those having upper
abdominal operations. . ‘ ‘

3. However, in cases with abnormal preoperative ECG, changes in postoperative ECG were
independent of operative time, blood loss in operative area.

4. There were no patients who died from postoperative cardiac failure, whether they had
normal or abnormal preoperative ECG.

Surgery in the elderly has been performed fairly safely, but it is important to consider

carefully the choice of operative procedure, indications, pre- and postoperative management,
