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Surgical Management of Bleeding Gastroduodenal Ulcer

Thirty-three surgical patients with massive bleeding caused by chronic gastroduodenal ulcer
were analysed from the standpoint of pathophysiology and treatment. Twelve patients under-
went emergency surgery within seven days after the start of bleeding. Six patients whose
bleeding was temporarily controlled with conservative procedures suffered recurrent bleeding
within a short period and were also treated by emergency surgery. Wide resection of the stom-
ach including the site of the bleeding ulcer was done with an over-all mortality of 3%.

Six patients with grave complications had massive bleeding from acute gastroduodenal ulcers.
Three were treated with parietal cell vagotomy or truncal vagotomy with ligation of the stump
of bleeding arteries or right gastric artery and all survived. But two patients with grave jaun-
dice who had gastrectomy died of uremia postoperatively.

Many cases of bleeding gastroduodenal ulcer may be controlled by either drug therapy or
endoscopic hemastatic procedures, but some cases, including elderly patients and ones with ex-
posed stumps of vessels on the base of ulcers, should be considered for surgery. Indications
for surgical treatment should be meticulously evaluated for patients with massive bleeding from
either acute or chronic gastroduodenal ulceration. Shinshu Med. J., 88 : 410—+16,1985
