The patient was a 31 year old female, with
empyema thoracis tuberculosa dextra - combined
with bronchopleural fistula and perforated sub-
cutanenushbscess in her right anterior breast

wall,
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The patient was successfuly treated with the
injection of INAH three times weekly into the
subcutaneous abscess and empyema thoracis.
The abscess healed completely following the
injection of INAH, only seven times with the
amount of 350 mg in total, and the pus of the
empyema disappeared after the injection of INAH
fourteen times, with the amount of 3,700 mg in
total,

Then we treated the dead space as a result
of the empyema with artificial pneumoperitoneum
and after short term of two months the dead

space disappeared.
