* Embryological studies were made on the limbus
cornea, using chicks, The results were as
follows.

(1) 7The limbus pigment appeared onthe 10~
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th day after incubation.

(23 The surface vessels appeared on the 13-

th day.

(3) Manz’s elevation began to appear on the
15th day and it became very remarkable on the
20th day.

(4) On the 21st day after incubation, that
is on the day of hatching, Manz’s elevation, the
pigment, and the relationship between Manz's
elevation and the surface veésels were almost
manifested,
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Follow-up Stuty of Pneumoperitoneum
Treatment in Pulmonary Tuberculosis
with Special Reference to

The effect of pneumopritoneum in pulmonary
tuberculosis was observed in 106 cases in which 44
cases had been treated with pneumoperitoneum
and chemotherapy.

For infiltrative and one cavity type of pulmo-
nary tuberculosis, combined therapy of pneumoperi~
toneum and chemotherapy was more favorable
than pneumoperitoneum alone, particularly for a
predominantly exudative type of lesions. For the
cases with two cavities in one side of the lung
and with cavities on both sides, there was no
difference in curative effect between combined
therapy  and pneumoperitoneum alone,

The period to get improvement was shorter in
exudative lesions with combined therapy than
with pneumoperitoneum alone.

This period was very short (within 3 months)
in some cases of exudative lesions which had been
treated‘previously with chemotherapy, or which
had been treated combined with pneumoperitoneum
and chemotherapy.,

Such a tendency was not observed in predo-
minantly productive lesions.

There was no difference in- the effect among
the procedures to give chemotherapy and pneumo-
peritoneum, whether the former started ahead of,

at the same time of, or after the latter.
