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Cold Abscess in the Abdominal Wall

Five cases of cold abscess in the ablominal
wall were reported.
In 4 cases, which were 'operated, abscesses

were all found between the abdominal muscle and
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the peritoneum, but abscess which was localized
within the abdominal muscle was observed in
none of them. Another case was treated successfully
by X-ray radiation, discharge of pus by puncture
and infusion of Tibion.

The lesion is considered to be infected secon—
darily through the various courses from other
tuberculous foci, especially by way of the lymph

stream from abdominal and thoracic tuberculosis.
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Primary Hepatic Sarcoma

A case of primary hepatic sarcoma in a 51
year old man was reported.

The sarcoma, which was located in the left
lobe of the liver, was removed successfully by the
surgical operation, The tumor was cystic with a
size over a child-head. The patient suffered from
a severe shock immediately following the operation,
but he was recovered successfully from it by adequate
treatments and he has been in good health for two

years since then,
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
