so-called limbuspalisade. In general the limbus—
pigment was destined by the Congenital factor.
Many chronic eye diseases, with the exception of -
trachomatous pannus and"staphyloma, showed no
influence upon the amount and arrangément of
the pigmeut.

. The function of the pigment is not easily expl-
jcabe and-the idea that it protects the limbus from
its exposure to light has no morphological positive

I have observed the limbus-palisade, the palisa-
delike connective fibers of the limbus corneae, by
means of the slitlampmicroscopy in 533 cases.

1. The palisade fiberwork was found in 87 2
of all cases, .

2, These structures develop more distinctly
with the age but they degenerate and become
unclear with the senility.

3. They have some certain relation with the
limbus pigment,

4. Their forms are devided into three types,
namely the lineal type, the reticular and the spo-
tlike.

5. It is considered that they have some pro-
tecting function for the lmbus capillaries, because
the recurrent capilléries generally exist correspon—

dingly beneath the lineal palisades.
