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On the Post-Gastrectomy “Dumping”
Syndrome

We have experienced 9 cases (6.625) with
dumping syndrome among 136 cases of gastrectomy.
Two of them have deen followed up clinically in
detail, The symptomatology, frequency, treatments

~ and especially the causes of the dumping syndrome

have also been discussed. According to our expe—
riences, it is supposed that “Dumping” of food is
not always necessary for the occurrence of such a
syndrome, but mechanical stimuli in the  gastric
remnant and in the efferent jejunum are the essen-
tial factor to cause it, autonomic nervous- system
having a close relation with its occurrence.

The blood sugar level is not directly related to its
occurrence, but the absorption of carbohydrate

seems to strengthen it, .

Therefore this syndrome is not due to a single
factor, and chief responsible factors are to be
considered case by case for its reasonable treat—
ment,
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Some Improvement on the Method of
Manufacturing the Permanent
Preparation of Isolated Cells

We reported in the former issue of this journal
a method of manufacturing the permanent prepara—
tion of some kinds of tissue, An attempt was made
to remove some disadvantageous points of that
method to increase a ~durability of an adhesive
fluid and to stain a chromatin network more clearly,

The first improvement has made on the adhe-
‘The new adhesive fluid is durable and
moreover has a high viscosity. The recipe of the
new adhesive fluid 1s as follows.

Fluid No. 1
Jdextrine 20g
9525 alcohol -~ 6.7cc
ldistilled water 13.3¢cc
Fluid No. 2
albumin from egg 0.4g
{distilled water 10cc
Aqua ammoniae 5~6gtt.

Both fluids are mixed for the use. ‘
The second improvement has made on a fixing
procedure, After smearing the isolated cells on a
object glass, we put it, before they dry up, into a
mixture of alcohol and ether (952 alcohol and

ether aa,) for 5 minutes, then fixed it in the Zen—

“ ker’s solution for 10 minutes, and thus we have

heen able to obtain satisfactory results.
