The suthors used carbamidin, penicillin, streptomycin and colistin in invitro tests, and ob-
tained the followiug results: (1) In the medium which contains 5-50 mg per cc of carbami- ’
din, most of the trichomonas strains lost their motility in 24-72 hours; (2) Penicillin showed
no inhibitory effect on trichomonas, except some straing, to the amount as high as 10,000
units per ce, but in some strains their motility was lost slightly in 5,000 units per ce, and
completely in 10, 000 units por cc aftor 72 hours; (3) In the medium, which containg 50 mg
per cc of streptomyein, all trichomonas lost their motility in 72 hours; (4) In the medium,
which contains doses equal to or less than 10,000 units per cc of colistin, trichomonas straius
showed no change, and even in the solution of 500,000 units per cc 2-4 hours were necessary

until the complete loss of motility.

In the patients, who have already-
had liver funetion disturbances, the results were manifold after the 1)1£eum(>pe1'itoneum
treatment, The influence of pneumoperitoneum treatment on the liver fumetion is not
decisive, Pneumop‘eri'toneum treatment, therefore, secms not to have remarkably had influences
on liver function of the patients with pulmonary tuherculosis.
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
